Installation Instructions

This kit is for installing the mating connector for plugging the steering column wires into
the chassis turn signal wires for those columns that have been damaged or reproduced
without an attaching plug.

Attach each of the eight (8) wires coming out of the column to the terminals provided
by crimping or soldering and then insert the wires into the plastic housing in the order
shown in the chart below.

Note: After inserting all wires into the gray plastic housing the color codes of the
column wires and the color codes of the chassis wires should match. In
some instances, the color codes of the column wires are a stripe on a
black wire instead of a solid color wire.
